Living statues

When you think of art, you probably imagine paintings,
sculptures and the many other exhibits in art galleries.

But how many of you think of living statues? Living statues

is the name for the street performers who dress up and stand
completely still in the centres of our towns and cities.

They turn themselves into Greek statues, stone angels and
historic figures. In other words, remarkable works of art.

The transformation process takes a lot of time and skill.

It can take some living statues up to three hours to put on
their costumes and make-up. Then, they stand on a box for hours, not moving, hoping that the audience
in the street will put enough money into the hat so that they can pay the rent. The job must be exhausting!
Muscles ache by the end of each performance. It’s definitely not for everyone as it requires a lot of physical
and mental energy. For this reason, many living statues don’t do it full-time.

And then there is the weather to consider. If it's too hot, it can
be intolerable to be in costume and make-up. If it’s a rainy day,
it’s unpleasant and crowd numbers are low.

Pedestrians will often stop to enjoy the performance, however.
They will take photographs and wait to see if they can notice
the statue moving. Occasionally you'll find that some members
of the public don’t behave well. They try to distract the statues
by teasing them or shouting at them. Not reacting must be

the most difficult part of the job.

Underwater museums

As you probably already know, two-thirds of

the world is covered by water. We all know that
there are lost cities, ships and other artefacts at
the bottom of the oceans and, as a result, more
and more tourists would like to see them. Can you
imagine what underwater sightseeing would

be like?

Underwater museums are beginning to appear
everywhere: in Europe, Australia, Central America
and off the coast of Africa. They enable you to see
some amazing marine life, historical objects or
modern art.

Those that deal with history often allow you to
actually explore a shipwreck or a lighthouse;

Orville and Wilbur, otherwise known as the
Wright brothers, are world famous: they invented,
built and flew the first engine-powered aeroplane.

They were great playmates, who grew up with
a passion for inventing things.

They started to become fascinated with
flying when they were small boys. Later, they
experimented with making their own vehicles and
various flying objects.

Wilbur was bright and studious at school
and made plans to attend Yale University.
Unfortunately, he had a serious accident during an
ice hockey match. As a result, he didn’t receive his
high school diploma, but stayed at home, reading
books most of the time.

Orville, who didn’t graduate either, learnt how
to print books. He encouraged Wilbur to open
a printing press with him. Later, however, the two
brothers constructed and sold bicycles.

One day they decided to begin their own
experiments with flight. On December 17, 1903,
they succeeded in flying the first power-driven,
heavier-than-air plane. Wilbur flew it for 59
seconds, over a distance of 852 feet.

Wilbur and Orville always shared the credit
for their innovations, although Wilbur was the
business mind and executive of their various
projects. They never married nor had any children,
but remained close to one another throughout
their lives.
